Assessment Plan
Formative Assessment(s): 

I will use four formative assessments to gauge student’s understanding while teaching my unit plan: a note card system, exit cards, role worksheets and self reflection checklists.

 The first assessment will be a note card system in which I record anecdotal notes for 5 specific students each day while working in class and in groups. While students are working on classroom assignments I will take the time to walk around the room and write down observations about the 5-6 students I am focusing on for that day. These notes will help me to organize my thoughts and they also let me know what students are doing correctly/incorrectly. I can adjust and add things to my lesson plans if I notice a lot of students struggling in a certain area. 

My second assessment I will administer daily will be the exit cards. The exit cards have a specific question regarding the lesson taught that day. Students will have 5 minutes or so to complete the exit question at the end of the lesson. These exit cards will show me who understands the material and who struggles with it. I can tailor my lessons to better suit the needs of students that are struggling and review material I think we all need to improve on. 

The third assessment I will use will be the role sheets that students work on each day. I can monitor which students are completing the worksheets and are prepared for discussion. 

The final assessment I will administer is a self-reflection checklist. This checklist ensures that students will take their own actions into account while giving me information on how well they worked in groups that day. 
Summative Assessment:

The summative assessment that I will administer will be an individual book report. I will give students a “Tic-Tac-Toe Choice Board” defining 9 possible projects. Each student will choose 3 projects to complete. The purpose of the summative assessment is for students to demonstrate their understanding of the book’s theme, characters, setting, plot, and climax of the story using what they learned in literature circles in a creative and cohesive way. Students will be presenting one of the three projects they worked on to the class.
